(3) 2022 National Convention Theme: The theme for the 2022 National Convention is SOBA
America: Reaching Higher Heights Together in the Post Pandemic Era. We are currently
working on finalizing our speaker lineup.

(4) Bringing Motions for discussion during the Annual General Assembly: Consistent with our
policies and procrdures, SOBANS will have until March 15™, 2022 to submit motions for
consideration during the general assembly.

We will not
accept cash from any SOBAN or patron. Several electronic payment methods including secure
credit/debit card payment stations, PayPal, Zelle, and CashApp options shall be available
